Julius Caesar

By William Shakespeare

Whether in 44 B.C. Rome or now, some of the same pressing issues prevail for a Republic:  What is best for the people? Who decides? Can a leader who is proclaimed “dictator for life” serve the interests of the people? Can the people control his corrupt government?  Can a group of conspirators bring “peace, freedom and liberty” to the land through violent overthrow? In Shakespeare’s tragedy Julius Caesar, murder, suicide, friendship, betrayal and war interweave in a complex but fast-paced saga of political and personal upheaval. Brutus’s anguished dilemma, then ultimate resolve— “Not that I loved Caesar less, but that I loved Rome more”—unleashes a tide of events that threatens the future of the Republic he intended to save.  In this timely Theater Department production of Shakespeare’s classic, the costumes and sets suggest both ancient Rome and contemporary society—a place where undercurrents of human ambition, moral ambiguity and political conflict signal ominous and dangerous times. 2 pm. Chick Corea and Béla Fleck

Musical worlds collide when two of the most prominent and pioneering musicians of our time come together for a mind-blowing concert. Master jazz pianist Chick Corea, who’s influenced modern music for 40 years, and premiere banjoist Béla Fleck, who’s taken bluegrass into wildly new realms, celebrate the music of their recent CD Enchantment. With a combined total of 20 Grammys, this eminent duo gets crankin’ when bluegrass and jazz intertwine in rippling cascades. Fleck first heard his hero Chick Corea’s band Return to Forever in the ’70s and recast some of that genius into his own bands New Grass Revival and The Flecktones. Corea’s brilliant experimentation over the years, from his early days with Miles Davis to his hard-hitting Elektric Band, his work with synthesizers, jazz fusion and forays into classical music, now includes this astonishing union of divergent musical traditions. The result? An exuberant testament not only to daring new styles, but to the boundless creativity of these two musical giants. 8 pm. Aguavá New Music Studio

What does a pyramid or icosahedron have in common with music?  A lot, according to New York-based composer Eric Richards, who’s inspired by geometrical patterns of energy in music “both luscious and arcane” (The Village Voice). Now, the accomplished ensemble Aguavá (a medieval Spanish word meaning “look out!”), considered a leading force in contemporary music, premieres The Echoes of Light: Music for Rollins Chapel, a site-specific commission by Richards based on the dynamics of love and loss, encounter and separation—and the spatial qualities of Rollins Chapel. With virtuoso voices and instruments, and non-traditional seating and staging, Aguavá creates an exciting, all-new sense of sonority. Chinese-Australian photographer and storyteller William Yang weaves an intricate, eloquent account of two Australian communities haunted by the shadows of dispossession:  Aboriginals in the Outback and German immigrants interned during both World Wars. Combining an ironically wry monologue that's "unassuming...unsentimental, and...entirely compelling" (The West Australian), with hundreds of photographs projected onto two large screens, Yang creates an art form that's part diary, part documentary. With musician Colin Offord performing a "contemplative, restless...score" (The Sydney Morning Herald), Shadows magnifies moments, capturing faces and places, vestiges of the past and conditions of the present in stills and stories that take us on a profoundly moving journey of persecution and reconciliation.
